Current Event 
Each week, you are required to read a news article on a Current Event happening in the world. After reading the article you will write up a summary of what the article was about, as well as share your opinion of the article. Over the course of a semester these points will add up to a significant part of your grade!! 
Current Events – your assignment MUST be presented as follows:

1. Choose an article from the weekly article list on the R24 website.
2. On your summary page, write the title of the article, the date of the article, the name of the source, and the name of the author.

3. Highlight the most important parts of the article in your summary.  List WHO, WHAT, WHERE, WHEN, and (if applicable) WHY.
4. The write up should be a one paragraph summary in your own words that explains the article.  Do NOT simply copy the text of the article or you will get a big, fat zero. 

5. After you have read the article and written a summary you must form an opinion. Do you agree or disagree with the article? Is there something in the article that you would like to know more about? In answering these questions you must search the internet for an additional article of your own choosing that supports your opinion and is related to the content of the article you have summarized.

6. Below the summary, write a second paragraph stating your opinion of the article.  The second paragraph should include a thesis that is supported with evidence. The evidence you use must make a connection between the two articles to support your thesis. This means you must reference both articles in your second paragraph. Refer to your Thesis Statement Rubric to help you. 

7. The Current Event must be ½ a page minimum!!
