World History Final Exam
WWI vs. WWII
Overview:

For your World History final exam you will be examine the different causes and effects of WWI and WWII. In doing so you will need to reflect on the causes and effects for each war individually and make an analysis of how they compare/contrast with one another. In addition to this, you will be required to select from a list 1 other significant element of the two wars that you will do research on to compare and contrast. Your research and notes will then be used to create a presentation. 
Process:

Step 1

Complete the Cause and Effect sections of your WW1 and WW2 Graphic Organizer.
Step 2

Select from the list on the last page of your WW1 and WW2 Graphic Organizer which additional topic you will research:

Step 3

Select the format you will use to present the information from your notes/research for your presentation. Presentation options may include (but are not limited to):

· Research essay

· Powerpoint

· Poster

· Prezi
Step 4
Once you have decided on which format you will choose for your presentation, you will need to organize your thoughts. Each presentation must include:

1. An introduction – this can be in the form of a slide or introductory paragraph in which you introduce the two wars and what you will be discussing in your presentation, in addition to any initial thoughts or feelings you have about the two wars.

2. Cause and Effect + Comparison – this is the heart of your presentation, in which you will outline the cause and effect of each war, followed by your analysis of the similarities and differences of each war.
3. 1 Additional Element of the Wars – this is the topic of your choice. This portion of your presentation will be where you compare and contrast your topic of choice between the two wars.

4. Final Thought – there will be a list of “big picture” questions to choose from on the last day of the final. Once you select the one that you would like to address, you will need to form an opinion or thesis, write out your thoughts, and gather them together to include in the conclusion of your presentation. 

Step 5

Once you have compiled all of your research and information for each of the categories in Step 4 you will need to figure out how you will put the information together for your presentation. This will require you to gather your thoughts into concise sentences and paragraphs. In addition to your thoughts, your presentation must include images, drawings, video, or other sources to be used as artifacts that support your presentation.

Your presentation must include a works cited page. This page must include a minimum of 1 source for each of the following sections of your presentation:

· WWI cause 

· WWI effect
· WWII cause 

· WWII effect

· Topic of choice WWI

· Topic of choice WWII

· Final thoughts
